MARKET WATCH:

With summer not far away, this is our busiest
time. Our inspections are showing us that with
the long and wet winter; there are plenty of
homes due for a chem-wash and gutter clean.

Rental prices have remained static, but strong
over the winter months, and now with weather
improving, properties will begin to let quicker,
and for more money. Recent letting has shown
our two bedrooms in West Auckland have an
average return of $280 per week; North Shore
returns $320 per week. Three bedrooms in the
same suburbs are $300 per week and $360 per
week respectively.

Tenancy Services have recently re-vamped their
website (www.dbh.govt.nz) and also made
changes to the process of Mediation and
Tribunal meetings. The forms we complete for
applications have been made more simple and
are now handled centrally in Wellington. This
has in some cases made the process slower
than we are used to, but have on the whole had
good results. As everyone becomes more
familiar with the process, delays will be minimal
and problematic tenants will be removed more
quickly.

To help us rent properties, we have begun to
use large sign boards. The signs are 6 feet high
and 3 feet wide. Response from the signs has
been very good and we provide these free of
charge to our clients. Our website

rental properties. Prospective tenants can view
the list and even download an application form
making the process even easier.
